Minutes of the Hampshire & IOW ABA Executive Committee Meeting held at Leigh Park Community Centre on
Thursday 23rd January 2020 at 7.00pm

Item 1, - Apologies were received from D.Blair, S.Gill, S.O’Connor, M.Robinson, L.Stamp. M Voisey
Item 2, - Minutes of the meeting held on 30th. October 2019. 
It was pointed out by A.Perryman that the grants referred to by D.Blair were from Energise Me, and not England Boxing.

With this correction noted, it was proposed by M.Vince, seconded by L.Ball, that these minutes be accepted as a true record. This was agreed without dissent.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes. There were no further matters to consider.

Item 4, - Correspondence.

From Hampshire & IOW –

1.
The Secretary advised the changes of show dates that had been approved, and enquired if it was acceptable for the Secretary to deal with further requests without having to wait for meetings which would help speed the whole process up, he advise that he would check with the appointments secretary to ensure officials could be appointed before agreeing to any date requests
It was considered that so long as there was no conflict with the 3 day rule, this was perfectly in order.

2. There was discussion on the appointment of Officials for the Legacy ABC show which was held on Saturday 21st. December 2019.

It was considered that a closing date for shows prior to Christmas 2020 should be agreed before the Competition Secretary’s meeting following the 2020 Annual General meeting.

3. The Secretary had received a complaint regarding the Heart of Portsmouth BA show, which was held in Andover on Saturday 9th. November 2019.

The nature of the complaint appeared to be that the venue was too small for the Dining audience plus the additional Spectators.

It was stipulated that crowd barriers must be in place to satisfy approval of further shows at this venue.

4. The Secretary had received an application for a new club in Hayling Island, and was organising a gymnasium visit.

The club would be entitled Heart of Hayling ABC and had publicised its intention of delivering Tutor Awards.

Further discussion arose concerning Hayling Island ABC, which had not affiliated due to the Coach not completing his DBS.

From Southern Counties. 

1. The Secretary advised details regarding the funeral of Sussex Official Roger Smith, which would take place on Monday 3rd. February 2020, at Worthing Crematorium.

A donation in Roger’s memory would be made to St. Barnaby’s Hospice. 
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2.
4 Coaches Refresher Courses had been organised. These had not taken place, due to lack of bookings.

1 Course had been put back to March and would be held in Eastbourne.

3.
 England Boxing had circulated a change in the rules governing “skills bouts”.

Following consultation this was rescinded and will be considered again on 1st. June 2020.

4.
Andy Young Aldershot ABC had resigned as Association Child Protection Officer, and had also ceased presenting courses.

A replacement was being sought.

5.
England Boxing are requiring every club to have use of a defibrillator by 2021.

Item 5, - Treasurer’s report

The Treasurer had previously circulated a 7-page report detailing all expenditure and income items for period 01.06.2019 to 19.01.2020.

Points of particular interest included –

1.
Accounts for 2018/19 had been audited courtesy of Dave Tew.

2.
Seasonal profit to date stands at £2,221.67, which gives a balance to the Business current account of 
£9,951.03 in credit.

3. 
Profit of £9.01 in interest brings the Business Reserve account balance to £7,687.30 in credit.

4.
All 33 Hampshire & IOW Clubs have affiliated this season, totalling £685.00 in fees.

5.
Collection of permit fees amounts to £1590.00 with further shows to come, giving a total income of £2,275.00
6.
The Treasurer expressed pleasure from the state of the accounts, the Division already being in profit with 
additional funds to be collected.
The Treasurer advised that she will close the books on May 31st which marks the end of the current season, and discussed the process for having the books audited for the divisional AGM, the treasurer suggested that the books are handed into an accountant for auditing 
Various offers were suggested 

P Vince proposed that the treasurer decide how to complete this process

This was agreed unanimously 
The Secretary advised that the Division would be hosting 2 Association Finals, at Gosport and Golden Ring where there would be profit sharing.

The Chairman thanked the Treasurer for a comprehensive excellent report.

Item 6, - Hampshire & IOW Training Squad
There was no report.

Item 7, - R & J report.

L.Ball advised that Richard Avery, Poseidon ABC was now an active Judge, and that Leigh Medway, Southampton ABC would be completing his probationary bouts at the 25th. January 2020 Golden Ring show. 
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Item 8, - Hampshire  & IOW Constitution.

Consideration had been given to a number of items, and recommendations agreed.

1.
The composition of the Executive Committee should remain as status quo.

2.
The tenure of the President should remain as status quo.

3.
To grant affiliation to suitable clubs. Refer to the wording of the Association Constitution.

4.
To attend to disciplinary matters as pertinent to the Division. Delete in deference to the England Boxing 
procedure.

5.
Elected Treasurer, - paragraph to remain, except for “Auditors should be in the name of Hampshire & IOW 
ABA.”

6.
Recommend Officials to the Association and “ABAE” Major Panel. Change to “England Boxing” Major Panel.

 7.
Grievances, - remove entire paragraph. Insert refer to procedure of England Boxing.

8.
Alteration to rules at the AGM, change “ABAE” to “the governing body”.

9.
Grievances, - delete this paragraph. Refer to the national process of the Governing Body.

10.
Clubs. Change “granting affiliation to the” ABAE” to the “Southern Counties ABA”.


The services of an “ABAE” qualified coach. Change to “England Boxing”.


Clubs without the services of an “ABAE” Coach, - change to “England Boxing”.

Item 9, - Any other business.
1.
A.Perryman advised of a Safeguarding course at Heart of Portsmouth on 29th. February, and a First Aid 
course at Gosport on 1st. March.

2.
The Secretary advised that clubs could book dinner shows in cases where the venue requires advance notice, a year ahead. Titchfield have booked Portsmouth Guildhall for 13th. November 2020, and Lawrence have booked a dinner show for 28th. November 2020.
