Minutes of the Hampshire & IOW ABA Executive Committee Meeting held via Zoom on
Thursday 30th July 2020 Starting at 7.00pm

The Chairman opened the meeting at 7.00pm and welcomed all of those who had logged on.
Item 1, - Apologies were received from C.Hooker, D.Tew and A Perryman
Item 2, - Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 23rd. January 2020.
It was proposed by L.Ball, seconded by M.Vince that these minutes be accepted as a true record.

This was agreed without dissent.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes. 
1. Complaint concerning Heart of Portsmouth show held in Andover on 9th November 2019.

The Secretary had written to Heart Of Portsmouth and detailed the necessary requirements and conditions which had to be observed which included suitable barriers providing at least 1.5mts between the officials and the crowd 
2. The paperwork in support of the application from the Heart of Hayling ABC affiliation had been received. The secretary has requested a suitable date for a gym visit 
3. Association Child Protection Officer Andy Young had resigned and Tracy Davies of Moulescombe ABC had been appointed. This information would be carried by the Hampshire website.
4. Lesley Ball advises Leigh Medway was now a qualified Judge.

Item 4, - Correspondence.
a) From Hampshire.
1. The Hampshire & IOW ABA had hosted 2 championship finals and had honoured the agreement to share the proceedings on a 70/30 % basis with Golden Ring ABC, and Gosport ABC who had provided the venues. The secretary thanked Stuie Gill and Darren Blair for the use of their facilities 
2. The Hampshire & IOW website had been updated, and the “Memory Lane” page contributed by Colin Hooker was proving to be immensely popular. 
3. The Secretary explained he hadn’t had time to add the contents from A Perryman’s email received earlier that day. It was noted that Avoen had been especially helpful in securing funds for all clubs in Hampshire and Southern Counties that had applied 
b) From Southern Counties

1. England Boxing had given notice that all championships (including NABGC)  for the foreseeable future had been cancelled. The same applied to Child Protection and Coaches Courses.
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2. Risk assessments were required to be completed and copies forwarded to the Association Secretary as         and when clubs opened  

The Secretary listed 11 clubs in Hampshire that had already sent in their risk assessments

       Random spot checks will be carried out.
3. Club concessions. There will be no affiliation charge from EB for 2020/21 season.

    
    SCABA had reduced their 2020/21 affiliation fee from £50 to £25 per club 
4.The Association will purchase 100 ties. Each Association Official will receive a free tie.           

    Enquiries will be made regarding a ladies scarf for female officials 
5. There will not be an Association AGM for year 2020. It was agreed that there will not be an AGM for the Hampshire & IOW division either. All officials that wished to will remain in office.
Item 5, - Treasurer’s report.
The Treasurer had closed the books on May 31st, and the appointed Accountants had carried out an audit.

A profit of £3,981.00 had been declared for the season 2019/20.

The Treasurer had produced a detailed summary report.

The two shows hosted by Hampshire had helped with increased profits this season.

It was difficult to plan for the following season, but the Treasurer considered that the Division’s finances were in good order.

With regard to assistance from the Division to Clubs, it was proposed by the Secretary

“that the £20 affiliation fee be discontinued for the 2020/21 season, and that there would be no permit fees for any allowable shows.”

Both of these propositions were seconded by P.Vince and taken separately. 
There was unanimous approval for each of these propositions.
S Barnes suggested assisting Ken Charman purchase a new laptop which would enable him to join in with these meetings, this was unanimously agreed 
The Treasurer was warmly thanked for an excellent report. 
Item 6, - Hampshire & IOW Training Squad. 
There was no report. 

Item 7, - R & J report. 
There had been no activities and therefore nothing to report.

M.Davies had been recommended to be upgraded from C to B Judge.

It was agreed to refer this to the Association and L.Ball to make examination arrangements once the current restrictions were relaxed. 

Item 8, - Hampshire & IOW Constitution.

The following items had been previously considered by the Association and recommended to the Divisions.
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1. The President, Life Vice Presidents, (limited to 3) Secretary, Treasurer, Medical Registrar, Appointments Secretary, and the Divisional Coach shall be ex-officio members. Anyone who is elected President will hold office for an initial 3 years. Following the 3 year period he/she can put their name forward every year at the Divisional AGM. If there are more than one nominee, a simple vote by show of hands for all nominees will determine who will hold this position for the following year.

2. The duties of the executive committee shall be – To direct new club applications to the Association via the Regional Secretary. 
Observe and follow England Boxing code of conduct for disciplinary cases.
3. The Treasurer should keep accurate records of the finances of the Division, which should be available for reasonable inspection by Club Members, on request from a Representative of an affiliated Club. The Division should maintain appropriate bank accounts and two signatures be required for payment by cheque which should include the Treasurer and at least one other nominated out of nominated Officers. Accounts should be made available for the Annual General Meeting, which have been audited by a reputable accountant chosen by the Treasurer.  
The Secretary highlighted that the current remit was that the Hampshire account only required 1 signature for cheque signing and suggested this item to be updated further
It was agreed that the wording be changed to 1 signature required but it was agreed that this and all changes must be ratified at our next AGM
4. Any alteration, addition, or amendments to Rules and Regulations of the Division shall only be made at the Annual General Meeting, and then only if not less than two thirds of those voting are in favour. Providing always that no such change shall be made that conflicts with the rules and regulations of England Boxing.

5. The business of the AGM shall be to:

Recommend Referee & Judges Officials to the Association and England Boxing Major Panels.

6. Grievances :

Observe and follow England Boxing code of conduct for any grievances. 

7. Clubs :

The Region of Southern Counties Amateur Boxing Association is empowered to act in granting affiliation to England Boxing.

The services of an England Boxing qualified Coach, and further assistant Coaching Staff.

8. Clubs must sign up to :

The England Boxing Charter for Amateur Boxing.

These alterations would be ratified at the next Annual General Meeting of the Division.

Item 9, - Any Other business.

There were no items for discussion under this heading.
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Item 10, - Date & Time for Hampshire AGM.

The Secretary reiterated the suggestion from the Association that divisions would not hold their AGM’s this year and to carry forward all appointments into the 2020/21 season. It was agreed with everyone this would be the case 

The next executive meeting will take place on Thursday 8th October via Zoom starting at 7pm 
The next Association meeting will be held on Sunday 4th. October via Zoom staring at 10am 
There being no further business the meeting was closed at 8.25 pm.
