Minutes of the Hampshire & IOW Executive Meeting held at Leigh Park Community Centre 
Sunday 23rd June 2019 starting at 10am 

Present

P.Vince, - Chairman, A.Pritchard, - Acting Secretary, L.Ball, D. Blair, K.Charman, J.Mitchell, M.Robinson, L.Stamp, M.Vince.

The Chairman prefaced the meeting by advising that the appointed Secretary had found it difficult to adequately carry out the role satisfactorily and as a result had tendered his resignation.

In view of this the Chairman had invited A.Pritchard to temporarily resume the position of Secretary, which he was pleased to accept.

Item 1, - Apologies were received from S.Gill, M.Norford, and D.Tew.

Item 2, - Minutes from the meeting held on Thursday 23rd. May 2019.

No minutes from this meeting had been circulated or received.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes.

Without a record of the proceedings of this meeting, this item could not be reviewed.

Item 4, - Correspondence.

From Hampshire & IOW ABA -

(a) An application had been received from Ms. Amanda Holloway to open a new club in Stubbington.

A.Pritchard had dealt with this and sent the appropriate forms.

These had been completed and returned and a gymnasium inspection will be arranged.

Ms. Holloway had been invited to the AGM but was unable to attend due to holiday commitments.

(b) A further application had been received from Mr. Billy Bessey to open a new club in Southampton named “The Jack Bishop Boxing Academy” at Captains Place, Southampton.

This was the gymnasium of the former professional boxing Manager, Jack Bishop.

A.Pritchard had provided the appropriate forms.

The involvement of Mr. Bessey with “White Collar” boxing was mentioned and A.Pritchard intended to consult England Boxing regarding the policy of a potential conflict of interest.

Further discussion included an enquiry from the Chairman to M.Robinson regarding the improvement of the Portsmouth Golden Gloves ABC gymnasium.

M.Robinson updated the situation and expressed an intention to build a purpose designed gymnasium on another site.

A.Pritchard advised on Coach Refresher Courses.

The Hampshire & IOW ABA website recently designed and launched by A.Pritchard was discussed and various suggestions were made for inclusion on the site, some of which were already in place.

The Chairman advised that an invitation had been extended to Dave & Amanda Tew, to accompany the Chairman and Mrs. Bridget Vince and Aaron & Maria Pritchard for a meal as part of the award to Dave Tew for his “Outstanding Contribution to Amateur Boxing”.

It was now for Dave Tew to advise a suitable date.
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From Southern Counties ABA –

(a) A Grade C Officials course was arranged to be held at Turners gymnasium, Camberley on Sunday 14th. July.

Charges were discussed regarding R & J courses, which it was agreed should remain at £25.

(b) A 2019/20 Championship calendar had been issued by England Boxing.

(c) A.Pritchard mentioned that the Association 2019 Annual General Meeting had been organised for Sunday 7th July, at the K2 Centre, Crawley.

There was some speculation regarding the changing of the dates of the respective Association and Divisions’ future AGMs. The secretary suggested that this could be discussed at the Southern Counties AGM
Item 5, - Treasurers report.
The Treasurer, had sent a single page summary of the Hampshire & IOW ABA accounts for 2018/19.

In the absence of M.Norford, the Chairman summarized the main headings.

Income to date, - £4700.00.

Expenditure to date, - £1,910.39.

Income over expenditure, - £2,799.61.

Balance of cheque account as of 29th. April 2019, - £8,058.41.

Balance of savings account as of 5th. March 2019, - £7674.42.

Total, - £15,732.83. The Treasurer had noted that the funds are in a very healthy state and some £2,000 more than the same time last year.

The accounts had not been audited, and the Treasurer undertook to pass the books to D.Tew as soon as practical.

The Treasure was not available to attend the Executive meeting or the AGM due to International boxing duties.

Item 6, - Hampshire & IOW Training Squad.
The discussion ranged around the duties and commitment of the Divisional Coach.

Item 7, - R & J report.
L.Ball advised future plans for upgrading of Officials.

It was reported that G.Shirley had resigned as an Official.

This appeared to be due to England Boxing being unable to carry out upgrading at the Harringey Championships due to the lack of Candidates.

G.Shirley had put himself forward and incurred financial loss due to a hotel booking.

It was reported that G.Shirley had expected compensation, which had been refused.
It was clear that Hampshire & IOW ABA could not be held responsible as G.Shirley had put himself forward.

K.Charman requested that consideration be given to the inspection of new venues for club shows to approve suitability, and cited a recent example of a venue which in his opinion was too small for the potential audience.

The secretary explained that the new show Permit for next season would address the issue with venues not being suitable.
