Item 1, - Apologies. None received.
Item 2, - Minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 28th. January 2021.
These minutes having previously been circulated, were reviewed.

It was proposed by A.Perryman, seconded by L.Ball, that these minutes be accepted as a true record.

This was accepted without dissent.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes.

Page 1. The Secretary advised that Coaches as well as Supervisors required a valid DBS clearance.

Item 4, - Correspondence. 
From Hampshire & IOW ABA.

The Secretary had been advised that Portsmouth Golden Gloves ABC were ceasing activities at their present premises. 

The club would be reforming, and relocating at the Mountbatten Centre, and a change in name for the club would be made known in due course.

The Secretary advised that a gymnasium inspection would be arranged at the appropriate time.

From Southern Counties ABA.

England Boxing will be advising of reduced affiliation fees, when return to boxing is permitted.

England Boxing is asking for Clubs to follow the guidelines for padwork.

This will be permitted outside in the open. The pad man should wear a mask, and personal protection equipment.

Long shots will be encouraged and timing will be 3 x 2 minute rounds maximum.

Everyone in spectator mode must remain 2 metres apart.

Clubs are expected to be able to reopen on 12th. April, dependant on prevailing Covid conditions.

There will be a meeting of Regional Secretaries to discuss return to boxing with Championship arrangements.

The 2021/22 season will start on 1st. June, and shows permitted from June onwards.

The Secretary is waiting for official confirmation from England Boxing.

Each Region will receive £500 from England Boxing to fund Medical Clinics.

The Secretary will liaise with the CSO in setting up these clinics.

Southern Counties have been asked if they were willing to stage Inter County  box offs, and they will if requested.

The Secretary will discuss this with the Championship Committee.

Safeguarding. A poster will be designed and produced for exhibiting in each gymnasium.

This poster will include a QR code which can be scanned by phone to reveal the contact number for the Association Welfare Officer.
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Item 5, - Treasurer’s report.
The Treasurer had previously circulated a 3 page report, the main points of interest being;

The Division started this season with an opening balance of £11,694.78 credit in the Current Account.

To date there has been expenses totalling £55.75 which brings the balance to £11.174.03 credit.

There has been no further activity on the Current Account since the 28th. January meeting.

The Reserve Account had some small interest payments totalling £0.59 from June to February, bringing the total to £7,694.21 credit. The Current and Reserve Accounts total is £18,868.24 credit.

A memorial service is to be held following the tragic death of Tony Hoile’s wife Lorraine. 

When the details are made known, the Treasurer will arrange for flowers to be sent to her family.

The Chairman thanked the Treasurer for her comprehensive report.
