From England Boxing.  The Secretary had circulated an email laying out a phased return to boxing.

Although this has yet to be approved, it detailed a new four-phase Contact Combat Sport Framework which has been issued by the Government that will eventually lead to an easing of the restrictions it has imposed in recent months. England Boxing will update further once the Sport Action Plan has been approved.

Item 5, - Treasurer’s report.
The Treasurer had previously circulated a 3-page report, detailing the income and expenditure for the season to date.
