Item 1, - Apologies were received from S.Barnes, J.Mitchell, A. Perryman, D.Tew, A. Young.

Item 2, - Minutes from the meeting held on Thursday 24th. March 2022.  
These minutes having previously been circulated, were reviewed.

It was proposed by P.Vince, seconded by K.Charman that these minutes be accepted as a true record.

This was accepted without dissent.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes.
The relocation of Petersfield ABC from Petersfield to Waterlooville was approved by EB on appeal.

A gymnasium inspection had been carried out which proved to be satisfactory.

The Club would be renamed as “The Ville ABC”
A meeting with Q.Shillingford of The Heart of Portsmouth ABC concerning boxer J.Doran’s behaviour was held.

The outcome was to accept the Club’s explanation, but to keep the original complaint on record, for any possible future reference.

Item 4, - Correspondence.

A presentation to Lesley Ball had been made and an email from Lesley expressing gratitude received.

Southern Counties 
The Association Title Belt had been completed, but the other regions have not held their box offs yet, there will now be a delay until next season for further progress.

Championship dates for next season have been circulated to all clubs. 

It is hoped to hold Officials courses early next season.

Item 5, - Treasurer’s report.
The Treasurer had previously circulated a 6 page report, the main points of interest being:-

As the Executive agreed at the start of 2021/2022 season, there were to be no collections of club affiliation and permits again for the season. This has kept the transactions down to a minimum.

However, Hampshire & IOW have hosted 5 Championship rounds this season.
We started the season with a current Account balance of £11,074.03 credit. At the end of the season, we had made a profit of £2,886.20, giving us an up-to-date Current Account balance of £13,960.23 credit. The Reserve Account balance at the start of the season was ££7,694.40 credit.

After accruing interest payments totalling £1.20, the end of season balance is £7,695.60 credit.
At the end of the 2021/2022 season, the Current and Reserve Accounts total balance is £21,655.83 credit.

Looking at the profit accrued this season. Hampshire & IOW ABA are in a strong position, which we can build on for the future of the Division. This gives us scope to arrange future events and continued divisional coaching support to our boxers. 

The Treasurer advised that a new lay out design for the accounts would be presented next season which would simplify the details contained.

The Chairman thanked the Treasurer for her excellent presentation.
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Item 6, - Hampshire & IOW Training Squad. 
The Divisional Coach advised that in common with other Divisions, Training Squads had been largely inactive this season. 

It is the intention for Divisional Coaches to meet with the Regional Coach to discuss selection of an Association team for a Rep match against a French team.

D. Blair suggested that on weekends that Training Squads were held, the Squad should take precedence over club shows.
Item 7, - R & J Report.

There was no report.

The Chairman expressed his pleasure with the addition of newly qualified Officials.

The situation however remained critical with the dependency on Officials from other areas.

The Divisional Coach suggested it should be an affiliation requirement that each club has a qualified Official.

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c. To consider and decide on any changes to the articles of the Division.

1.The current agreement of running shows on behalf of Hampshire of 70/30% be changed to 65/35% for the 2022/23 season. An amendment that this proposal be changed to 60/40% was received from D. Blair. A vote was taken on the amended proposal, which was approved. 

The substantive recommended proposal therefore reads” The current agreement of running shows on behalf of Hampshire of 70/30% be changed to 60/40%”.
2.We limit the amount of club shows due to the current crisis of lack of Officials, in particular Supervisors, and have cut off of 31st May, and not second weekend of June. Approved.
3.Clubs revert to paying affiliation fees of £20 per club and pay for show permits. Approved.
Discussion followed, which resulted in the recommendation that the permit fee of £40 included Dinner shows as well as Open shows.
Non-returnable permit fees for the whole season should be paid up front.
There should be only 1 weekend show held on a Friday or Saturday.
No shows to be held on the same weekend as National Quarter or Semi-Finals or Association finals.

4. Can clubs have shows on a Sunday in Hampshire. No.

Item 9, - Any other business.

S.Veal .spoke about his club gymnasium being used by an Alliance club. 

It was considered that this was at the discretion of the Landlord.

L.Stamp enquired if EB were moving closer to professional boxing.

Although there was no confirmation of this, the Secretary was aware of Pro/Am shows.


L.Stamp and K.Charman apologised for their absence from the Annual General Meeting to follow. 

There being no further business, the Chairman thanked all those who had participated, and closed the meeting at 11.35 a.m.
