New clubs without a Qualified EB Coach may be granted affiliation, subject to Coaches attending the next available coach course and being able to satisfy all other requirements.

The club secretary will be advised in writing of the assessment and affiliation conclusion.

The Club committee shall decide the annual membership fee and the subscription. The Club will pay affiliation, registration, and tournament fees to their divisional Secretary. 

The Club shall endeavour to have a representative on the divisional Executive Committee, and will be represented at the annual general meetings, of the division and the Southern Counties EB.
The Club committee may terminate the membership of individuals for non-attendance, unseemly behaviour, or other reasons, that may be deemed unsuitable to the discipline and well-being of the Club.
The Club shall be open to all amateurs irrespective of colour, or creed and shall strive to play an active part in the community.
