The Chairman opened the meeting at 7.00 pm, by welcoming everyone who had logged on.

Item 1, - Apologies. There were none.

Item 2, - Minutes of the meeting held on 30th. July 2020.

These minutes having previously been circulated were reviewed. 

It was proposed by M.Vince, Seconded by L.Ball, that these minutes be accepted as a true record. This was agreed without dissent.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes.
1. Lesley Ball enquired if the gym visit at Heart Of Hayling ABC had taken place, The Secretary advised that the proposed gymnasium visit hadn’t taken place and was waiting for an invite to the premises. 

2. The Secretary reported that Risk Assessments had been received from 26 clubs.

With respect to “spot checks”, the Chairman stated that it was not the intention to +spy on any club, and that these would not be carried out.

Item 4, - Correspondence.
There was no correspondence from Hampshire & IOW ABA.

From Southern Counties ABA.

1. Enquiries had been placed regarding cravats for Lady Officials. A minimum order of 36 was required, and an order will be placed with the most competitive company.

2. Following a request, it was decided that the Association Finance Committee would meet 

to consider the proposed “club concessions”, and report their findings back to the Association. 

The Finance Committee meeting would be held on Friday 9th. October, and the Association meeting to consider the outcome would be held on Sunday 11th. October, both via Zoom.

Any approved changes to the existing arrangements would be relayed to all of the Association clubs. 

In the event of there being a reduction in proposed payments, those clubs that had previously paid, would be reimbursed.

3. A proposed England Boxing meeting with Association Secretaries due to be held on 24th. August had been cancelled.
4   Tracy Davies, the Association Welfare Officer advised that there were no Safeguarding courses planned. Anyone with a “soon to expire” Child Protection Qualification would be extended until 31st December 2020, this will be reviewed depending on the current restrictions on competitive boxing 
Item 5, - Treasurer’s Report the Association 
The Treasurer had previously circulated a comprehensive report for the 2020/21 season.

The current account balance was £11,194.03, and the Reserve Account ££7,693.82.

The total funds being £18,887.85.

The Income expenditure summary detailed items totalling £320.75, being the cost of a stay at the Queen’s Hotel in Southsea 
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Ken Charman expressed his sincere appreciation.
The Chairman thanked the Treasurer for an excellent report.

Item 6, - Hampshire & IOW Training report.  
There was no report. 

Item 7, - R & J report.

Reference was made to a comment from M.Budden at the Association meeting that it was 

rumoured that Supervisors would require DBS clearance.
The Secretary advised he hadn’t been informed formally by the NGB but would update everyone accordingly once he received direction from England Boxing
Item 8, - Future Meetings, Zoom/Face to Face.
The Secretary detailed conditions and requirements set out by the K2 Centre, which the Association could not meet, and would continue with Zoom meetings.

The general opinion was that Hampshire should continue with the benefits of Zoom meetings.

A.Perryman spoke of the number of clubs which had received grants, and that he would continue to assist where possible.
S.Gill advised that clubs must put individuals details on the Vault before they can be registered.

S.Gill stated that the hold up with distributing lanyards was due to a faulty printer.
