Minutes of the Hampshire & IOW ABA Executive Committee Meeting held at Leigh Park Community Centre on

Item 1.
Apologies.  Were received from –S.Barnes, R.Gayati & D.Tew.

Item 2, - Minutes of the meeting held on 23rd. June 2019, having previously been circulated, were reviewed.

It was proposed by L.Ball, seconded by M.Vince that these minutes be accepted as a true record.

This was approved without dissent.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes.
1.
The Secretary advised that the Hampshire & IOW ABA website was up & running and was receiving a great deal of attention. The secretary thanked Ken Charman for updating the “ Shows, Show Results and Show Line Up “ pages which proved to be very popular
2.
The Secretary had dealt with the proposal to use a show venue, which was considered to be unsuitable.

The Host club intended to use an alternative venue for a show which had been requested.

Discussion ensued regarding the non-disclosure of Doctors who were on the EB National Data Base. The Secretary advised that the list of approved doctors could be found by logging on to The Vault and then knowledge base, in that section the approved doctors can be found 
Item 4, - Correspondence.

(a) from Hants & IOW.

1.
The Secretary detailed applications from proposed new clubs.

P.Vince advised that on behalf of Leigh Park ABC, he was formally objecting to an application for a proposed new club in West Leigh, which would be named Warriors ABC, and stated the reasons.

It was considered that the close proximity of such a club would pose a considerable threat to the future wellbeing of Leigh Park ABC to the extent that it could possibly cause the closure of this established club.

A.Perryman considered that the population density of the area would support a second club.

Following balanced discussion, the Secretary asked for a vote.

By a majority of 10 votes to 2, the proposal was rejected.

The Secretary was requested to advise the petitioners with advice covering the appeal process.
The Secretary advised that if there was an appeal it would be dealt with very quickly
2.
A recommendation had been received from D.Sowden, that M.Davies should be considered for an upgrade to Grade B Judge.

This was ruled to be a matter for the Annual General Meeting.

3. 
D.Tew had raised concern regarding the difficulty in providing Officials for a show on Saturday 14th December, a date given to Pound4Pound and Saturday 21st. December which had been allocated to Legacy ABC. The Committee concluded that both dates should no longer be approved 
There were 2 applications for a show on Friday 6th. December, one  from Pound For Pound ABC, and from Inner City ABC. It was decided that the date should be allocated to Pound For Pound ABC as this was a change of date from 14th December 
A second date of Saturday 15th. February applied for by Inner City ABC was approved.
4. Alive ABC had relocated their gymnasium. Although this is now situated within the boundary of Western Counties there was no objection to this club remaining within Hampshire ABA and Southern Counties ABA.
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Correspondence, - 
(b) From Southern Counties.

1. Fighting Fit ABC of Bognor Regis had relocated their premises to within close proximity of Bognor ABC.

This had prompted an objection from Bognor ABC, which had been considered by the Sussex ABA, and was upheld.
The secretary had formally invited Fighting Fit to attend the Regional executive meeting on 27th October but he had received a written response to the invite advising that Fighting Fit ABC had already joined the Alliance and wouldn’t be attending any meeting, and that they had renamed themselves as Bognor Regis Boxing Club. 
2. The Secretary reviewed the England Boxing ruling on Coaching Qualifications.

Level 1 Coaches who had not attended a refresher course in the last 3 years must do so, or will not be able to re-register for the following season. 

Four refresher courses were announced, -

Only 18 persons per course were permitted.

The Secretary had circulated an email concerning level 3 courses.

EB has a new sponsor in equipment company Sting, who will be offering favourable terms to EB 
clubs.

Item 5, - Treasurer’s report. 
The Treasurer had circulated a 9 page report of the accounts up to 30th. October 2019.

The Treasurer made several points of interest, including -

That she did not have audited accounts for season 2018/19.

There were 26 clubs who had paid their affiliation fees to Hampshire.

There were 5 further clubs who had paid affiliation fees to the Association, but not to the Division.

There was 1 club still owing a permit fee from last season.

Certain Hampshire clubs continue to make payments to Southern Counties which should be paid to Hampshire.

The current account stood at £8,579.43 as at 26th. October.

The reserve account stood at £7,678.29 as the starting balance.

The Chairman thanked the Treasure for an excellent report.

Item 6 – Hampshire to host the following championships.
By the Association rota, Hampshire & IOW are required to host the Association finals of the Youth Championships by 2nd. February and the Association Junior Championships by the 1st. March.

The Secretary advised that Wickham Community Centre and Testlands Hub were not available on those dates

Darren Blair and Stuart Gill both offered their gyms for the above rounds which was appreciated 

Item 7, - Hampshire & IOW Training Squad. 

There was no report.

The Secretary advised of a Rep. match to be held in Aldershot on 11th. December and a squad of female boxers travelling to Gothenburg in January 2020 and that more information would be distributed shortly 
The Regional strip had been purchased
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Item 8, - R & J report.
There would be an Officials course held at Turners ABC on 9th. and 16th. November 2019.

Item 9, - Any Other Business.
L.Stamp advised that Titchfield ABC would be organising a defibrillator course, which would be open to all.

C.Hooker spoke of the hugely impressive turnout, and greatly moving scenes of affection at the funeral of Tenny Turner. Everyone at the meeting who had been present at the funeral allied themselves to these sentiments.

D.Blair spoke of opportunities for boxers to receive grants from EB. This was confirmed and explained by A.Perryman.

The Secrerary advised that computer operators were required in Southern Counties, 1 per division if possible 
The Secretary gave details of the Winter Woman’s Box Cup which would be held in Guildford on 7th. & 8th. December. Volunteer Time Keepers are needed for both days 
Item 10. Date of next meeting.
The next meeting will be held during the week of 20th. January 2020.

There being no further business, the Chairman thanked everyone for their attendance, and closed the meeting at 9.23 pm.
