Item 1 , - No apologies received.
Item 2, - Minutes from the meeting held on Thursday 8th December 2022.

These minutes having previously been circulated were reviewed.

It was proposed by Mick Vince and seconded by Lou Stamp as a true record.

Item 3, - Matters arising from these minutes.
AP – Page 1 – Sent email to Eastleigh to catch up but nothing back from them.

AP – Page 1 – New club application from Jimmy Smith 4 attempts to call and email.  I need to talk to Jimmy to discuss outcome of his club application & the appeals process but nothing has come back to date
Item 4, - Correspondence.
a. From Hampshire
Ted Harris
AP - Ted Harris passing and the subsequent £500 proposed by Peter Vince to Joyce and family.  There were no objections.  Lou Stamp spoke to Joyce and Lou gave her the money in cash from him, and Maria transferred the money to him.  
LS – There was a good turnout at the funeral and I spoke to Joyce who was very overwhelmed. She hopes to get everything sorted out and convey her heart felt thanks.  She will take photos and be in touch.  She is bearing up but not very well.
AP – Thank you Lou for being our contact and our voice for the Association, and what you did was very much appreciated.

New Club Artful Dodgers

AP – New club application, the Artful Dodgers (formally the Ted Harris BA)  I carried out the gym inspection and risk assessment, they are now members of England Boxing and the Hampshire & IoW ABA. This club is run by Andy Wells.

PV – Don’t know Andy Wells, may be catch up with Micky Driscoll as I hear he is working out of that gym.

AP – I think he is training the Pros.

Aaron Pritchard – Last Season as Hampshire & IOW Secretary
This will be my last season as Hampshire Secretary. Thank you for all messages of support. I have enjoyed working with the clubs over the years and representing Hampshire but now is the time for me to step down as I am pushing for promotion at work and taking on more duties as a National Lead. I am finding less and less time for the Division. I will support whoever takes this roll on to make the transition as smooth as possible and I'm sure whoever leads the division will make the job their own and be very successful

I will put myself forward for the role as Regional Secretary for the 2023/24 season.
MV – Thank you for all you have done.  I hope the promotion goes well.

AP – Thank you Mick.

KS – Has there been progress with Jimmy Smith.

AP – I have reached out but nothing from him.  Steve Barnes gave me the number I already have for him.  If any of you see or contact Jimmy can you tell him I am trying.
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b. From Southern Counties.
Previous Combat Experience
EB has changed the process.  All boxers must declare their experience on the Vault.  There is a tick box for previous experience.  That goes off to EB, they complete a background check and then inform me accordingly.

In the near future Boxing Abroad requests will follow the same process and clubs will have to submit these applications via the vault too

SV – The previous combat has been in for a few months now with EB
Regional Meeting with EB - Digital ID
AP – I had a meeting with EB on Monday night (20th) Western and Eastern Counties were on the call as well.

EB are not moving over to a digital ID for the new season as previously advised. The intention is to bring in the digital ID over the next 12-18 months

My main concern is how we collect funds from the clubs in SC as this income is vital to the region

I have asked to be included on the task force as this new process is being developed.

Geoff Cannell Jnr – January Officials
AP – Thank you to Lou and Ken for allowing SC the use of your gymnasium.  We would like to come back again. Everyone in attendance from Hampshire have now passed the course and are starting their probation.  I have given the new officials mark’s number.
MD – They are slowly coming through.

AP – I have stressed to Geoff Cannell it would be good to invite all officials in particular newly qualified officials on to zoom call so they had a point of contact and were able to ask questions as they progress. I have chased this up with Geoff.  

PV – We have probation judges.  Mick Norford processes supervisors.  GC to ask about this.
JW – Just done probation and Mark Davies signed it off.

AP – Once they have done these probationary bouts, I will inform Mick Norford.

PV – My status was questioned would I really be able to supervise.  Mick Norford will have last say.

KS/JW – Just got to shadow 5 shows as a supervisor until they get signed off.

JW – People are still waiting for their final interview.

PV – It’s a worry for Hampshire as we don’t have enough supervisors.

JW – We need a timeline when the interview will be.

AP – How many shows has KS done – one.  Once they have done 5 we can chase up Micky Norford.

PV – Will contact Micky Norford when you both have done 5 shows.

AP – Send me an email when you both have done 5 shows and then I can chase up the process.

Avoen P – Make sure the process is right, get clarity.

AP – Yes, it is a thankless task – well done Mark.

Item 5, Appointment of Officials & expectation from clubs for Hampshire shows 
AP – Please can clubs allow Mark Davies to appoint officials for club shows, we are seeing examples of some clubs either trying to appoint their own officials and clubs phoning Mark telling him either to appoint or not appoint. Please can I ask clubs support Mark and leave the appointing of officials to the appointment’s secretary – thank you 
PV – I will echo that, it is a thankless task appointing officials.  Mark sends out details a month in advance. I support this ask 
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Item 6, - Treasurer’s report.
The Treasurer had previously circulated a 9 page report.  The Treasurer’s points of interests were reported.
We started the 2022/2023 season with an opening balance of £13,960.23CR in the Current Account. We have accrued affiliation and permit payments bringing the total balance to £15,260.37CR, giving us a profit of £1,300.14CR.  Our Reserve Account accrued small interest payments of £20.75 bringing the total balance to £7,717.03 CR.  
Total balance of Current and Reserve Accounts £22,977.40 CR
I will be closing Hampshire’s accounts for this season on 31st March 2023, as we will be attending our AGM on Sunday 30th April 2023.  I will be presenting our accounts to the accountant for our yearly summary sheet to be presented at the AGM.
I have reimbursed Lou Stamp who kindly gave Joyce Harris a donation of £500 on behalf of Hampshire & IOW ABA, as agreed by the Executive for Ted Harris memorial.  Many thanks Lou for your help.

Hampshire are hosting the Schools Championship on 22nd April 2023.  All profits from that show will be included in the 2023/2024 season accounts, as this season the Hampshire & IOW ABA accounts will be closed on 31st March 2023 ready for our AGM on 30th April 2023.

PV – Thank you Maria, very well done.  Any questions to follow?
JW – I have secured £500 for Hampshire, for perhaps boxer of the year, or club of the year?

JW – The £500 is from a garage and every July he donates.  He wants this money to go to Hampshire.

PV – Excellent Jamie, thank you. So he doesn’t want any recognition.

AP – If we receive the funds in July, the next meeting after that we can discuss it.

PV – Please pass on our thanks as well Jamie.
Item 7, - Hampshire & IOW Training Squad – Ricky Gayatti
RG – We had squad sessions 2 weeks ago, more in the next couple of weeks.  I’ve been speaking to Chris Daley. Chris is looking to attend a squad session and trying to get SCABA competition in place.  Spoke to Sussex, may be rep match on 13th March for Youth and Seniors.  
Training was good – we are always a strong region for a rep match, good various weights etc.  We had a good turnout 15/20 boxers keen to compete to get the ball rolling once a month.  Clubs are happy to host.  I will try Portsmouth and then Southampton etc.  It will be a good turnout.
PV – Again nice to hear that there is something happening.  There has been a push from SCABA as well.  Very good.

AP – Thank you Ricky.

PV – Any clubs that want to host, please contact Ricky.

Item 8, - R & J report – Mark Davies
Everything has been working perfectly.  I have not been struggling to appoint officials this season.

More Supervisors will take the pressure off Peter Vince. I’m very happy.

PV – The general feed back is the clubs are very pleased.  One show a weekend has worked out well.

MD – Shows are full and much better.

AP – I’ve not received any complaints about one show per weekend. All the clubs that want club shows comes to the AGM.

PV – It’s a lot more manageable.

MD – Mick Vince is doing a great job. Everyone has pulled together, and all has gone well.

AP – Thank you Mark.

Item 8, - Any other business.

LS – Latest EB notice about Boxing Educators.  Is this what QS is doing?  This does not sit right with me.
Avoen P – Do you mean a Boxing Activator Course Tutor. We were recruiting people to provide the course.
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Targeting Primary Schools and Secondary School Teachers, to introduce no contact.  EB drive for people to run these courses.  It is not a QS Boxing Tutor Course.

LS – A good thing for schools – but is EB getting the money for this?

Avoen P – Profit margins are small.  EB has made an investment for more boxing to take place in schools.  If anyone is interested in becoming a Boxing Activator, please contact EB.
AP – The Kit Bag is £330 to purchase.

Avoen P – The Kit Bag is to use to do the course.

PV – Is this the Contender one? Clubs are wanting to know.

Avoen P – No that one is nothing to do with EB.

JW – Thanks Mick Vince for scorecard.
MV – No probs.

Avoen P – Together Fund.  New version direct from Sport England.  It helped clubs in Covid.  New remit for equipment for clubs.  £5000 max, will help with application.  Managed to secure House of Commons grass roots boxing in the House of Commons  Monday evening 10 pm.  Government is likely to change policy makers.

Item 9, - Date and time of next Executive meeting.

AP – AGM has been brought forward – we are still going ahead with that.  SCABA is having their AGM on Sunday 21st  May 2023.  
MR said we can use the Mountbatten Centre.  I suggest we use the weekend of the 29th/30th April for Hampshire we have no boxing.

PV – I cannot make that weekend.

AP – MR can we move it around. What about 23rd April 2023. Executive meeting 9.30-11.30 and AGM 12 noon onwards.  MR can we still use the Mountbatten Centre, can you secure it for the SCABA as well for 21st May 2023 – 10 -12 noon for Executive meeting and 12.30 for AGM
